II. Presentations (See scanned handouts for detailed information)
a. Election Results - Jean Doss
i. Michigan Senate Republicans achieved supermajority with 26 seats

ii. Michigan House of Representatives saw a 20 seat gain for Republicans, now holding 63 seats.  

iii. Over 60 Freshman are now sitting in the House and Senate

iv. Michigan Democrats did not show up to the polls in large numbers
b. What’s Next:  

i. Doug Rothwell will head the Transition Team for Snyder

ii. Representative Andy Dillon will hold the State Treasurer position
iii. Governor Elect Snyder seems to understand that social justice issues will have to be met.

1. Support has been expressed for Early Childhood

iv. Redistricting will be taking place.  The template is provided by the legislature and the Supreme Court will have to approve the documents.  

v. Interesting to note that there are little to no Democrats in the Northern part of Michigan

c. What can YOU do?

i. Recommendations were discussed that every interest group should send a 2-3 page white paper immediately

ii. Use “Snyder” language – look to see how he thinks through browsing his speeches

iii. Use the 20-80 rule (listen 80% of the time) and ask for their advice

iv. Remind legislators that you are the expert and if constituents have issues that you are more than willing to address concerns

v. Prepare your lobbying days earlier than normal

vi. MCCF members:  if you are aware of a freshman lunch or mandatory education session, please let a MCCF Executive Committee member know.  We are looking for ways that MCCF priorities could be discussed

vii. MCCF Executive Committee will discuss how we will introduce the committee to the Legislature.  Options to ponder:  Should we do a different forum to introduce the children’s agenda?  Perhaps a round table discussion with staffers over lunch?

III. Presentation #2:  Alternative Funding Strategies for Local Prevention Programs – John Evans
a. The Child Care Fund is a collaborative effort between state and county governments which supports programs to serve neglected, abused, and delinquent youths in Michigan.

b. Childcare funds can be matched to assist in paying for prevention programs

i. 3 Major Funding Sources from DHS

1. State Ward (state pays the bill and county will be responsible for half of it)

2. Title 4 E (56% Federal and 44% State cost share)

3. Childcare Funds (50%/50% County pays for programming up front and charges the state for half)

c. There is 200 million allotted in Childcare Funds

d. Good programming taking pace in Genesee and Livingston County using Childcare funds 

e. Ideas to use Childcare Funds:  could be used for substance abuse funding, but child has to be engaged in the court systems

i. You can leverage grant dollars, but funding must run through your county.
