· The Executive Committee met and discussed Children’s Agenda.
· Update on the FY2010 budget: Pat reviewed most of the key decisions that affected programs for children and youth. (For detail see Budget Basics on Michigan’s Children’s website.)   
Presentation: Laura Sager, executive director of the Michigan Campaign for Justice explained the nature of the campaign and why it matters to children and families. The Campaign aims to start the process of reforming the state’s public defense system, which is one of the worst in the nation. Without adequate public defense the guilty are more likely to go free, and the innocent go to prison. The goal is to create a state structure with adequate funding so all citizens, including juveniles, have access to trained attorneys for their defense, a right guaranteed by the US Constitution. The National Legal Aid and Defenders Association June 2008 report said Michigan would have to spend $125 million to get to the midpoint among states in its spending; current spending totals roughly $80 million—representing a $40 million gap. Given the current state fiscal situation, the Campaign is looking to phase in the system.
