II. Old Business

· Minutes of September 10 were approved as amended. (Children)
· Treasurer’s Report  - As of October 2008

· Jane will send another reminder about membership. At the January meeting we will review membership status.

· Executive Committee Report – Upcoming meetings reviewed and discussion of Children’s Agenda
II. Update on the State Budget –  Threatened repeal of Michigan Business Tax (MBT) could leave a hole of $500 m in the budget. Governor and House are talking of trading savings in Corrections for MBT. Slowdown in revenues in state will be quantified at end of month in UM revenue forecasting. The Governor has announced Executive Order cuts are to be released in the next month. There has been talk of another federal stimulus package that could relieve some budgetary pressures, but nothing is definite. 

·  Bree will draft a formal letter from the Coalition to the Governor and legislative leadership  to express concern about any proposals to cut state revenue during such precarious financial times. 
III. Discussion of legislative priorities.

At the federal level 

· S-CHIP reauthorization –consensus in Congress but it was not veto-proof under Bush; 

· Medicaid – latest news is that no waivers will be entertained; 

· NCLB – providing equity or consistency in treatment of subgroups is a big issue. Alternative programs are now closing due to concerns about their impact on district test results and AYP status. 

Jon will share policy agenda of Association of Educational Services Agencies

· Possible CMS regulation for Medicaid – removal of mental health services for anyone under court order – would affect children in foster care and juvenile justice system.
· TANF – due to be reauthorized in 2011
At the state – lame duck session – 
· House may take up Senate bill for full ban on smoking in the workplace
· Concern about children receiving health care in schools. MI is 49th in the country for school nurse to child ratio. State should fund a School Nurse Consultant at MI DCH to consult with school districts about best practices in providing health care to children in school.

Stephanie will draft a letter of support for this proposal to be reviewed by the Executive Committee to send to the Governor and legislative leadership. 

IV. Legislative Priorities of the MI Juvenile Justice Collaborative

· Prevention – not a strong focus this year – School to Prison Pipeline report by ACLU will highlight impact of suspension/expulsion policies
· Public Defense services – MI Campaign for Justice to launch their campaign in January. Specific training for defense attorneys for juveniles. Currently there is huge variation in access to counsel among counties. Campaign is asking for funding in the state budget to bring Michigan from one of the worst funded programs up to the national average. The vision is to have the public defender engaged in the rehabilitative process by linking clients to community services. 

· Michele W.  will submit materials to the executive committee to review and consider an endorsement for the Campaign.
· Juvenile Competence to Stand Trial – Rep Condino introduced a bill but there was no progress. Currently no standardized process in juvenile justice system to determine competency, no formal evaluation. The issue of adolescent development and immaturity should be considered. County-based “system” complicates efforts to address the issue.
· Juvenile Reentry – In 2009 the Department of Corrections will focus on the reentry challenges for youth ages 14-21. The DHS is now talking of a pilot for youth reentering communities after being in juvenile justice facilities, which are now mostly private.
V. New Business
· Children’s Agenda 2009: Scott is initiating a contact with the Center for MI Forums to see if one can focus on Child and Family Services. He will report to the executive committee. 
· MCCF – its role and purpose will be discussed at the next meeting. 
· Election Follow-Up: Michele Strasz will send congratulatory letters to successful House candidates to inform them about MCCF and the Children’s Agenda.
· Follow-up on the Dropout Summit: Jon recommended that members review the summary of the 12 hearings on the dropout problem held across the state this fall. 
Jon will check with Michele Corey to see if she or someone else from that group will provide updates on follow-up from the Summit. 
VI. Announcements
· Tammy reported there is a state plan being drafted for primary prevention of domestic violence, and the emphasis is on men as allies and the hallmarks of a healthy relationship
· MCCF Executive Committee meeting is on Wednesday, December 17th at 9 a.m. in the League Library.
